Founded in 2001 and directed by violist Kate Vincent, Firebird Ensemble has been described as “ambitious and eclectic” by the New York Times and has earned a reputation as one of the premier new music ensembles in the United States. Known for its highly varied contemporary repertoire, virtuosic performances and wide audience appeal, Firebird Ensemble’s repertoire spans a time period from the mid 20th century to the present day and includes music originating from diverse sources and genres. Firebird Ensemble has completed over 40 multi-activity concert projects including interdisciplinary collaborations, microtonal music, contemporary/jazz/rock crossover, improvisation and also of course numerous programs featuring the cornerstones of contemporary music literature. Firebird Ensemble’s instrumentation expands and contracts according to the demands of each program, but usually features between 8 - 10 performers.

Firebird Ensemble’s contribution to contemporary music has been recognized with support from notable organizations such as the Massachusetts Cultural Council, Aaron Copland Foundation - Performing Ensembles Fund, Aaron Copland Foundation - Recording Fund, Argosy Foundation, Harvard Musical Association, JFNMC, Meet The Composer and the St. Botolph Foundation among others. 

Firebird Ensemble is also deeply committed to education and outreach in at a community level. Between August and December of 2009 alone, Firebird Ensemble completed four highly successful educational residencies which included more than 20 performances, masterclasses, workshops, discussions, lectures, and composer readings at the following institutions: Longy School of Music, The Apple Hill Center for Chamber Music, Tufts University and Wellesley College.
